Segment Change (Substitution) Processes
The Segment Change (Substitution) Process occurs when one sound is substituted for another. The replacement sound reflects changes in place of articulation, manner of articulation, or some other change in the way a sound is produced in a standard production.

Velar Fronting – occurs when substitutions are produced anterior, or before, the standard production.

Backing – occurs when sounds are substituted or replaced by segments produced further back (posterior) in the oral cavity than the standard production.

Stopping –  occurs when fricatives (consonants produced by the forcing of breath through a restrictive passage, such as f or s) or affricates are replaced by stops, which significantly impacts intelligibility.
